



MINUTESOF THE McCLAIN COUNTY ELECTION BOARD SPECIAL MEETING

November 14, 2017

Tuesday Meeting


The McClain County Election Board met in a special meeting at 1:00 p.m. in Room 101 of the McClain County Courthouse.  Advance notice of the meeting was performed by filing a Notice of Special Meeting with the County Clerk on November 8, 2017 at 2:00 p.m., and by posting an agenda at the County Election Board office on November 8, 2017, at 2:00 p.m.  One copy each of the notice and agenda is attached.

The following members were present: Neil McElderry, Vice Chairman; and Karen Haley, Secretary.  Mr. Harness was unavoidably detained, but arrived at 7:00 p.m. when the meeting was reconvened.

Mr. McElderry called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

BUSINESS CONDUCTED AT THE MEETING


    BUSINESS CONDUCTED: Discuss and approve minutes for the meeting held
    October 13, 2017.
    ACTION TAKEN: Mr. McElderry moved that the minutes for the meeting held
    October 13, 2017, be approved. Mrs. Haley seconded the motion.
    ROLL CALL VOTE: Mr. McElderry-aye; Mrs. Haley-aye. Motion passed 2-0.

    BUSINESS CONDUCTED: Process mail and nursing home absentee ballots 
    submitted for the November 14, 2017, Bridge Creek Schools Special Election (bond 
    issue), including opening outer envelopes and examining the affidavits for sufficiency, 
    removing the affidavit envelope, opening the secrecy envelope, and counting the  
    ballots.
    ACTION TAKEN: The Board members opened the outer envelope and 
    examined the affidavit for 1absentee ballot submitted by mail.
  
   The Board determined that the ballot received by mail would be counted. Mr. 
   McElderry made a motion to count the 1 absentee ballot received by mail. Mrs.
   Haley seconded the motion.
   ROLL CALL VOTE: Mr. McElderry-aye; Mrs. Haley-aye. Motion passed 2-0.

   The Board Members then followed established procedures to prepare the ballot for counting. The Board members observed as the Assistant Secretary, Tenna Garrett, scanned the ballot through the eScan voting device to count it. 


    BUSINESS CONDUCTED: Recess meeting, if necessary, and reconvene at 
    7:00 p.m. in the same location.
    ACTION TAKEN: Mr. McElderry moved that the Board recess its meeting and 
    reconvene at 7:00 p.m. in the County Election Board Office. Mrs. Haley 
    seconded the motion. 
    ROLL CALL VOTE: Mr. McElderry-aye; Mrs. Haley-aye. Motion passed 2-0.

    The meeting was reconvened at 7:00 p.m. in the County Election Board Office
     and called back to order by Mr. Harness. All members were present.

    BUSINESS CONDUCTED:  Approve substitute Precinct Officials for the November
   14, 2017, Bridge Creek Schools Special Election. List of Substitutes is attached.
    ACTION TAKEN: Mr. Harness moved to approve the following substitute

    motion.
    ROLL CALL VOTE: Mr. Harness-aye; Mr. McElderry-aye; Mrs. Haley-aye.
    Motion passed 3-0.

    BUSINESS CONDUCTED:  Canvass all absentee and precinct results for the Special 
    Election conducted for Bridge Creek School District in which McClain County Election 
    Board is the Affected County Election Board.

    Throughout the evening, The Board assisted in processing the precinct returns for the 
     November 14, 2017, Special Election by receiving materials from the Inspector as 
    she arrived at the CEB Office. The Board observed the transfer of the sealed transfer
    cases containing voted and unvoted ballots to the McClain County Sheriff, Don 
    Hewett. The Sheriff then locked all sealed transfer cases in a cabinet and retained 
    the keys. The Board noted that 1 Provisional Ballot was cast and will be considered 
    for counting on Friday. After all MBB’s were tabulated and all precinct results were 
    reported by the MESA system and the results were verified by the State Election
    Board website the Unofficial Certification Report was printed.
   ACTION TAKEN: None. No motion or vote was required.

    BUSINESS CONDUCTED:  Discuss dates and times for future County Election
    Board Meetings. Secretary Haley informed the members that the next meeting is 
    scheduled for Friday, November 17, 2017, to certify the Special Election conducted 
    for Bridge Creek Schools.
    ACTION TAKEN: None. No motion or vote was required.

    BUSINESS CONDUCTED: Adjourn meeting.
    ACTION TAKEN: Mr. Harness moved to adjourn until the next meeting. Mrs. 
    Haley seconded the motion.
    ROLL CALL VOTE: Mr. Harness-aye; Mr. McElderry-aye; Mrs. Haley-aye.
    Motion passed 3-0. Meeting adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
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
